This
treatment is a proactive measure aimed at controlling invasive aquatic vegetation and promoting the overall ecological
balance of our lake. By strategically managing invasive species, we can help preserve the biodiversity of Green Lake
and maintain its pristine beauty for generations to come. | want to express my gratitude to the members who have sup-
ported this initiative, as your contributions play a crucial role in safeguarding the health of our lake.

Green Lake Association Mission Statement
The Green Lake Association’s mission is to preserve and protect Green Lake and its surroundings. To enhance the water
quality, fishery, boating safety, and aesthetic values of the recreational lake for today and future generations to enjoy.
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Treatment Overview

Whole lake Fluoridone treatment is a method used for controlling aquatic weeds and algae in freshwater
bodies such as lakes and ponds. Fluridone is a herbicide that disrupts the photosynthetic process in plants
by inhibiting the enzyme necessary for chlorophyll synthesis. This results in the death of submerged and
floating aquatic plants.

Here’s a quick overview of the process:

1. **Assessment™*: Before treatment, the lake is assessed to determine the extent of weed or algae infesta-
tion and to identify any sensitive areas or species that need protection.

2. ™Permitting™: Depending on local regulations, a permit may be required for the application of fluridone.
This ensures that environmental and safety standards are met.

3. "Application**: Fluridone is typically applied as a liquid or granular formulation to the surface of the wa-
ter. The application method can vary depending on the size and depth of the lake, as well as the target veg-
etation.

4. **Monitoring**: After application, the lake is monitored regularly to assess the effectiveness of the treat-
ment and to ensure that there are no adverse effects on non-target species or the surrounding ecosystem.

5. **Follow-up**: In some cases, multiple treatments may be necessary to achieve the desired level of con-
trol. Follow-up treatments are scheduled based on monitoring results and the re-emergence of weeds or
algae.

6. **Environmental considerations**: It's important to consider the potential impact of fluridone on non-target
species, water quality, and the surrounding environment. Careful application and monitoring help minimize
these risks.

7. **Post-treatment management™*: Once the desired level of weed or algae control is achieved, ongoing
lake management practices such as nutrient management, shoreline restoration, and sediment control may
be implemented to maintain a healthy aquatic ecosystem.

Overall, lake fluridone treatment can be an effective tool for managing aquatic vegetation and improving
recreational and ecological values of freshwater bodies. However, it should be used judiciously and in ac-
cordance with regulatory guidelines to minimize environmental impacts.

Green Lake Stats

e There were 11 home sales on Green Lake, in 2023 that were reported to the MLS. Out of the 11 sales
there were 3 on Little Green and 8 on Big Green.

e The average sales price decreased 22% from $747,945, in 2022 to $581,433 in 2023.

e The decrease in the average sales price was driven primarily by the Green Lake Villas sales that occurred most-
ly in 2022 that carried higher than average prices compared to other sales on the lake.

e Sale prices in 2023 ranged from $435,000 to $740,000.

e The average sale price received was 92% of the asking price, and the average marketing time was 60 days on
the market which stayed the same compared to 2022.

e There is currently only 1 active listing on Big Green located at 10576 Kismet Isle, list price $399,900 and 1 home
contingent on the sale of a home located on Point Pleasant Road.

Chisago County Lakes Stats

o There were 47 lake homes sold in 2023 on local lakes, Green, Little Green, Kroon, Sunrise, North and South
Lindstrom, North and South Center and Chisago. The average list price was $613,854 and the average sale
price was $594,999. The lowest sales price was a condo located on North Lindstrom for $131,000 and the high-
est home price was $1,296,856, a new construction on South Lindstrom. The average days on the market was
50 days.

Chisago County Stats

e 2023 Chisago County Stats - There were a total of 752 closed sales in Chisago County which is a change of -
11.7% from 2022. The average amount of time on the market was 38 days.

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Treasurer’s Report 2023 recap by Treasurer Troy Ashton

| have financial records going back to 2013 and 2023 turned out to be the best revenue generating
year in the history of the Green Lake Association. There were several factors that contributed to this
influx of revenue. Primarily, there was an additional $12,700.00 we received through a county grant
we applied for and received. We should get the same amount again this year. This is a two-year pro-
gram. We also received $5,250.00 from the DNR for invasive weed treatment. Both items were
above and beyond what we get in a normal year. Thirdly, it was the highest donation year from indi-
viduals and businesses in the history of GLA. There are still improvements we can make with dona-
tions as only approximately 25% of the people receiving this newsletter contribute to the Lake Asso-
ciation. Here is a side-by-side comparison of revenue and expenses over the last 4 years.
